WHAT IS PARENT COLLEGE? 
Parent College is the signature parent empowerment program of the Partnership for Los Angeles Schools. The program 
educates parents on their rights, roles, and responsibilities through academic workshops designed to help them become 
engaged and informed advocates for their child's education. The program operates in Watts, South Los Angeles, and 
Boyle Heights from September to April. 
 
WHO CAN ATTEND AND WHAT ASSISTANCE IS OFFERED TO PARENTS WHO PARTICIPATE? 
Parent College is open to all LA-area parents, including charter school parents. In addition to childcare for all children 
under 12, the program offers free breakfast, lunch, transportation, and prizes/incentives to parents that participate 
frequently.
